Bat Placement

on the wheelhead and press down “FIRMLY”.

Loosen nuts on the right side of foot pedal in order to adjust the
pressure needed to move the pedal.




Troubleshooting

IR \Wheelhead does not turn

@ s the wheel plugged in to the power source?
@ s the power switch in the "on" position?
@ Is the power source working correctly and supplying the correct amount of electrical current?
@ [s the lever handle or foot pedal at the stop "0" position?
@ Are there several wheels or other equipment/appliances on the same circuit?
(Check the breaker to see if the circuit has been overloaded.)

Unusual sound coming from the wheel body

@ s the wheel resting on a solid surface and level?
@ [s there too much clay on the wheelhead?
@ Is the clay totally centered?

The wheelhead stops turning

@ Did the wheel stop turning due to too much clay on the wheelhead?
® Did an overload cause the breaker to open at the main power source?
@ Has the power cord become unplugged?

@ s the Power Switch in the on Position?
